In order to insure that all guests have an enjoyable, 
enriching experience whenever they visit the public 
library, they are asked to comply with these rules 
established to protect the safety and security of all. 
 
PERSONAL BELONGINGS: 

• The maximum size of personal belongings allowed 
in the library is 9” x 16” x 22” (1.8 cubic feet.) 

• A sizing cube is available near the entrance.  
Belongings that fit in the box may be brought into 
the library. 

• The library reserves the right to inspect personal 
belongings brought into the library. 

• Customers should keep their belongings with 
them at all times.  The library is not responsible 
for personal belongings and may search or 
dispose of unattended items. 

• Personal belongings may not be stored in the 
lobby, stairwells, offices, meeting rooms, etc. 

BICYCLES: 

• A bicycle rack is located outside of the front 
entrance to the library. 

• Bicycles may not be left on the walkways into the 
building, chained to railings at the entry or 
brought inside the library. 

FOOD & DRINK: 

• Beverages in spill-proof containers are permitted 
in the library, but may not be consumed in 
proximity to computers. 

• In accordance with Hillsborough County policy, no 
alcoholic beverages are permitted on library 
property. 

• No food is allowed in the library. 

OFFENSIVE BEHAVIOR: 

• Verbal abuse, physical abuse, sexual harassment, 
or any other unruly or offensive behavior that 
constitute a nuisance or health risk to others will 
not be tolerated. 

• Customers whose body or clothing emit odors so 
offensive so as to constitute a nuisance or health 
risk to others will be asked to leave the library 
and not return until they have bathed and/or 
washed their clothing.   

• No bathing, shaving or washing of clothing is 
permitted in library rest rooms. 

 
Those unable to comply with these rules will be asked 
to leave.  If necessary, the authorities will be 
called.
